 Pentecost Sunday is celebrated to recognize the Gifts of 
the Holy Spirit, realizing that Godõs very life, breath and 
energy live within us, as believers.  This celebration reminds 
us of the reality that we all have the unifying Spirit that was 
poured out on the first century church.  It is a reminder that ... 

¶ We are co-heirs with Christ, to suffer with Him that we 
may also be glorified with Him 

¶ The manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common 
good of all  

¶ We are all baptized by one Spirit into one Body 

¶ The Spirit that raised Jesus from the dead now lives in-
side us as believers 

¶ The Gift of the Holy Spirit that was promised and given 
to all believers on the first Pentecost is promised for you, 

      for your children and for all the Lord our God will call. 
 

 Here at Saints Peter and Paul we will take advantage 
of the beautiful Pentecost Vigil that the church gives us.  We 
will hear, similar to the Easter Vigil, the Scripture Readings 
from Genesis, Exodus, Ezekiel, Joel and St. Paul to the Ro-
mans.  We will hear the coming of the Holy Spirit as like 
tongue of fire.

Ascension Sunday:  Today is Ascension Sunday, the cele-
bration of Christ ascending into heaven after His death, bur-
ial and resurrection. This day actually occurs on Thursday, 

40 days after Easter, but usually 
transferred to the following Sunday 
because of itõs significance in the 
Catholic faith. In the story of the As-
cension of Jesus into 
heaven, scripture tells us that after His 
resurrection, Jesus appeared several 
times to His Disciples and to others. He 
spoke with them about the Kingdom 
of God and told them to wait for the 
coming of the Holy Spirit. After 40 

days of these appearances, Jesus was taken up to heaven 
for the final time. As the Disciples watched Him go, two an-
gels appeared, declaring that just as Jesus ascended, He 
would return again in glory. According to Augustine of Hip-
po, the Feast of Ascension originated with the Apostles, and 
may be one of the oldest Feasts Days celebrated by the 
Church, possibly going as far back as AD 68. The Day of 
Ascension is a reminder of the Kingdom of God within our 
hearts, and of the ever-present Holy Spirit, watching over us 
and protecting us as we spread the Light of Jesus throughout 
the world.  The fact that Jesus was resurrected and ascend-
ed to the right hand of God the Father is a great source of 
our hope. We know that those who belong to Him by faith 
will one day be with Him in heaven. 
 

What is Pentecost:  Next week is òPentecost Sundayó, a 
commemoration and celebration of re-
ceiving the Holy Spirit by the early 
church.  John the Baptist prophesied of 
the first Pentecost when Jesus would be 
baptized with the Holy Spirit and with 
fire.  Then Jesus confirmed this 
prophecy with the promise of the Holy 
Spirit to the Disciples in John 14:26: 
òThe Advocate, the Holy Spirit that 
the Father will send in my name - He will teach you eve-
rything and remind you of all that I told you.ó 
After His death and resurrection, Jesus appeared to the 

Disciples, showing the piercings in His hands and side, and 
giving convincing proof that He was still alive. Jesus told 
them to wait in Jerusalem for the Fatherõs gift of the Holy 
Spirit, from whom they would receive the power to be His 
witnesses to all the ends of the earth. 

After His Ascension into heaven, the Disciples re-
turned to the upper room in Jerusalem to join together in 
prayer.  On the Day of Pentecost just a few days later, the 
sound of a violent wind filled the house and tongues of fire 
came to rest on each of them. They were filled with the Gifts 
of the Holy Spirit and given the power of communication, 
which Peter used to begin the ministry for which Jesus had 
prepared him.   
 After the coming of the Holy Spirit on this Day of Pente-
cost, the Disciples did not stay in the room basking in Godõs 
glory but burst out to tell the world. It was the beginning of 
the Church as we know it. The fear of the Disciples gave
